INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

This sheet contains the assembly instructions to help you install the TUI Bar in your trailer . Follow these intructions,
one step at a time. The TUI Bar fits all makes and models. In this document we show the normal fitting for Ifor

Williams and Wessex trailers.

TOOLS REQUIREDSet of Allen keys, spanners and/ or socket sets, drill and screwdrivers (if fitting partition plates)

STEP8a IFOR WILLIAMSTRAILERS

If you are installing a single TUI Bar into an Ifor Williams tr ailer, you
will need to remove the lower br acket in the partition facing the

TUI Bar (off side) to install a locking plate and  move the br acket on
the opposing side of the partition.

If you are installing two  TUI Bars into your Ifor Williams tr ailer, one
off side, one near side, you simply remove both br  ackets as shown
in fig 29. Each side’ s TUI Bar is designed offset so that the locks do
not interfere. Now fix the plate to the partition’ s off side.

STEP8b WESSEXTRAILERS

If you are installing a TUI Bar into a W essex, Bateson or older model
Ifor Williams tr ailer, you simply need to add the plates supplied in
your pack to the existing partition fr ~ ame. No drilling is required.
Whether you are installing a single  TUI Bar or two, the kit you
receive will ensure that both  TUI Bars’ locking positions do not
interfere with each other
